The DFSA was established in 2004, in accordance with Article 7 of the Dubai
Law No 9 of 2004, as the independent regulator of financial and designated
non-financial business and professional services conducted in or from the
DIFC, a purpose-built financial free-zone in Dubai.

The DFSA regulates a broad range of firms based in the DIFC, including
banks, insurers, fund managers, advisory firms and brokers, exchanges and
clearing houses, together with credit rating agencies, Auditors and
designated non-financial business and professionals (DNFBPs). These firms
provide a wide range of services to their clients, including Islamic finance.

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In addition to regulating financial and DNFBP services, the DFSA is
responsible for supervising and enforcing AML and Combating the
Financing of Terrorism (CFT) requirements applicable in the DIFC. The DFSA
has also accepted a delegation of powers from the DIFC Registrar of
Companies (Registrar) to investigate the affairs of DIFC companies and
partnerships where a material breach of DIFC Companies Law is suspected
and to pursue enforcement remedies that are available to the Registrar.

With respect to Auditors, the DFSA is responsible for the registration,
oversight and suspension / removal of Auditors and Audit Principals in the
DIFC in respect of Public Listed Companies (PLCs), Authorised Firms (AFs),
Authorised Market Institutions (AMls) and Domestic Funds (DFs).

The DFSA Board oversees the DFSA Chief Executive and staff and are
appointed by His Highness Sheikh Maktoum Bin Mohammed Bin Rashid Al
Maktoum, President of the DIFC, for a three year term. The structure has
been designed to ensure a transparent separation of day-to-day regulatory
activities from the oversight of the DFSA’s regulatory performance.

Directors are governed by a Code of Values and Ethics that sets out
procedures for reporting and managing any potential, perceived or actual
conflicts of interest.

The DFSA
employees conducting inspections have sufficient audit monitoring
training.

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The DFSA has an agreement with the Institute of Chartered Accountants in
England and Wales (ICAEW) and the UK Association of Certified Chartered
Accountants (ACCA) to provide technical assistance to the DFSA. ICAEW
and ACCA are contracted directly to the DFSA to provide technical
assistance on certain inspections*. Where such bodies (ICAEW or ACCA)
provide the technical assistance to the DFSA, the DFSA is responsible for
the inspection and retains the carriage and control of the inspection.

9. Major Events and 9.1 Describe any recent major events and activities:
Activities
During 2016, Sixteen (16) Auditors were registered with the DFSA from
which the DFSA conducted seven (7) audit inspections, assessed fifteen
(15) Audit Principals and reviewed twenty six (26) audit engagement files
focusing on the substance of an Auditors’ work and assessing whether
sufficient and appropriate evidence was obtained and documented to
support the conclusions reached in relation to key audit judgements.

Our fourth audit monitoring report was issued in August 2016 covering
audit inspections conducted by the DFSA in 2015. This report also
presented a comparison with the results of 2014.
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In March 2016, the DFSA hosted its seventh Annual Audit Outreach for its
Auditors. Over 80 Audit Principals, Money Laundering Reporting Officers
and key audit staff participated. The DFSA presented key findings of audit

inspections conducted by the DFSA in 2015.

In May 2016, the DFSA, in association with the ICAEW, organised a
Breakfast Briefing on Extended Audit Reports.
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
